The Safety Team was founded to provide for the protection of the congregants attending Sunday School and Worship Services at the First Baptist Church Campus.

Mission Statement:


To foster a worshipful environment free of (cultural) anxiety.
Our objectives are to observe and communicate with other members of the Safety Team. While engagement with emergencies is part of our mission, it should not be our primary objective. Prevention is always the most effective means for member protection. 

To accomplish our mission, utilize appropriate resources. Our campus utilizes off-duty police officers to handle matters of security, but they require our eyes and ears to make their task effective. Members of our congregation that are medically trained may be utilized for medical and trauma emergencies. The leadership team will be utilized for matters relating to policies and procedures, and routine operations and worship activities.

Attached to this document is a list of areas that members of the Safety Team need to be familiar with. As part of routine training, a checklist of individual training activities is attached.
