Safety Team Instructions

Operations Manual: Radio Operations


First Baptist Church has multiple radios for use by the Safety Team, Golf Cart Attendant and First Kids Attendant. These radios are located in the church office copier room (adjacent to the First Aid station). 

It is each person's responsibility to maintain charge on the radios. A sign-in log at the security camera station is to be used to log which radio you are using and the area you are manning. There are also several types of earphone/microphones available for use and you may label one for your personal use. Each of the earpiece/microphone units has a PTT (push-to-talk) button. Allow the radio ½ to 1 second to key up before speaking, and speak in a normal tone. It is not required to speak loudly to the radio as this only distorts what others hear.

Each of the radios should be tuned to the same frequency. We are currently utilizing channel 5 to avoid other radios in our vicinity.

The Safety Team member who is manning the monitors will do an “All-Call” at the top and bottom of each hour. An all call will consist of checking with members who are manning doors and the golf cart. Members who are in the worship service should monitor the radio, but are not required to respond unless there is an emergency.

It is of utmost importance to stop emergencies before they happen. Diligence in watching people entering or leaving the building and parking lots, as well as people behaving strangely (such as trying to avoid being seen on camera, wandering into areas where they do not belong, wearing unseasonable clothing (long coats in summer, for instance), or carrying large backpacks should be reported. When giving a report, describe where the person is located, which direction they are traveling, what they are wearing and the nature of the suspicious activity. The safety of our congregants is of utmost priority and ensures that we achieve our mission, presenting the gospel of Jesus Christ. 

People making furtive movements (strange, sudden movements) should not be approached alone. Using the radio, summon assistance in approaching people you are concerned about. More about this topic can be found in the operations manual, Investigating Circumstances.
