What Does Church Security Look Like?
 What does church security look like? It's different for every church. For First Baptist Church Texas City, we desire to be present, but also to blend into the background. The desire is to present both a safe environment, but also a welcoming environment. At the moment that an incident occurs, Safety Team members are now in the spotlight, and we must present the right image.
1. Some jobs in the Safety Team are “behind the scenes,” such as the camera monitor. Some jobs are highly visible, such as guarding the children's area. All jobs are highly important to provide a serene, but welcoming environment where the Gospel of Christ can be presented.


2. All positions within the Safety Team require diligence and attention. Sitting at one position and not looking around can hamper your situational awareness. Letting daily activities, such as checking email, frequent trips to the coffee bar or restrooms can present others who know of your position the impression of inattention.


3. All jobs within the Safety Team require open communication. At FBCTC, we use radios with earbuds to communicate both with the monitor position, but with each other as well. We are not “Secret Service” agents, so we don't need hands to our ears when someone speaks, but we also should be somewhat discrete in communicating with other team members.
4. Safety Team members should be welcoming to those we do not recognize. Just as greeters meet with those attending at the doors, we should also be social and diligent in reaching out to people we don't recognize and introduce ourselves. But just as we should be welcoming, we should also be confident in communicating with those who attempt to disrupt activities at our campus.


5. Safety Team members should also be worshipful. Safety Team is a ministry. When in worship or other activities, we should present proper attentiveness and participation. Those assigned to the worship services, Sunday School or other activities also enhance the environment for those who need the gospel presented to them.
