Biohazard Clean-Up

The intent of this standard operating procedure is to provide guidance in the event of a medical emergency at the church campus. This SOP also applies to any/potential mass-casualty events.
(1) There are two bio hazard clean-up kits located in the cabinet with the first aid bags. Inside each kit are bio hazard bags, gloves, apron, desiccant powder and face mask. ALWAYS USE PPE (Personal Protective Equipment).
(2) By it's very nature, bodily fluids of every type are bio hazard. We are not always aware of what disease or infectious processes that a patient/victim has. If there has been any type of mass-casualty event, DO NOT DISTURB ANYTHING WHERE IT LIES! It is now part of a criminal investigation.
(3) After applying PPE, use the desiccant to absorb fluids and use the scoop to get them off the floor and into the bio hazard bags. Anything that has touched bio hazard materials is to be considered contaminated and must be placed in the bags. When removing PPE, remember that gloves are last, followed by the mask. The apron should be removed first and all PPE placed in the bio hazard bag. Seal the bio hazard bag and place it inside the loading dock for disposal. Bio hazard material requires special, expensive disposal.
